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Background 
 
The General Motors Minority Engineering and Science 
(MES) Scholarship Program provides financial awards to 
outstanding minority students enrolled as full-time students 
in an engineering or science program of interest to General 
Motors.  A limited number of scholarships of up to $5,000 
are awarded through this program.  In addition, summer 
internships at a General Motors facility may be available to 
MES scholarship recipients. 
 
 
Eligibility 
 
To be considered for a General Motors MES scholarship, a 
student must meet all of the following criteria: 
 

• A minority African-American, Hispanic, or Native 
American student currently enrolled full-time in an 
accredited four-year college or university in the 
United States. 

 
• Planning to be enrolled as a full-time student for 

the 2008 � 09 academic year with sufficient college 
credits to be classified as a sophomore or a junior. 

 
• Majoring in engineering or science with a 

preference given to mechanical, manufacturing, 
electrical, industrial and chemical engineering, or 
other closely related engineering or science majors. 

 
• Possess a cumulative college GPA of 3.0 or higher 

on a 4.0 scale.  
 

• Must complete the GM online assessment. 
(Required of semifinalist candidates only.  
Additional information will be provided to 
semifinalists.) 

 
• Be a citizen of the United States or have eligibility 

to permanently work in the United States. 
 
 
Selection Criteria 
 
Applicants will be evaluated on the strength of their 
academic performance, proficiencies and demonstrated 
skills in areas of interest to General Motors. 
 

Selection Procedure  
 
In 2008, all completed applications that are postmarked no 
later than October 10, 2008 will be reviewed against the 
program criteria by a selection process determined by the 
General Motors Scholarship Administration Center.  All 
applicants will receive written notification of the selection 
committee decision by November 2008.  Decisions are 
final and binding.
